Certificate of Proficiency  
The college provides a 30-credit certificate program in fire science that recognizes 
achievement in a sequence of career courses. This may be completed through part-time 
studies in a two-year period, with courses carrying full college credit that can be credited 
later toward the associate degree in fire science. 

Courses are offered over a two-year cycle, permitting students to enter the cycle at the 
beginning of any regular semester.
