		The communicative approach to language learning is used to develop the beginning skills. Students are provided with a basic vocabulary to enable them to enjoy simple conversational exchanges. Audio as well as some possible computer-based material is used to reinforce and expand the skills program in the classroom. This course is for beginners or those with inadequate background for the SPAN 152 course.

Course objectives:
SPAN 152 addresses the 2nd OCC General Education Goal #2: “to develop the ability to communicate effectively through reading, listening, speaking and writing.”
This course is designed to build the student's Spanish language proficiency based on listening and reading comprehension, speaking and writing.  Students learn basic vocabulary and grammar. The vocabulary component covers the vocabulary that enables students to start communicating on an advanced elementary level.  They will be able to describe people and places, express likes and dislikes, provide information about someone’s physical and emotional condition, talk in detail about daily routine and about plans and obligations; also, they will be able to tell what they or someone else did yesterday, last week or last month.  Grammar study includes the present progressive tense, the preterit of the regular and irregular verbs, several constructions with the verbs followed by the infinitive, irregular and stem-changing verbs, comparisons, commands, interrogative words, demonstrative adjectives and pronouns, object pronouns, reflexive constructions, and uses of prepositions.
Additionally, students will learn essential information about the history, geography and economy of several Spanish-speaking countries as well as interesting customs and places in these countries.  Students will also learn about the history and culture of the Hispanic peoples in the United States.  
Course content
There will be a test after each chapter.  We plan to do chapters 5-9.  Tests will assess your knowledge of the grammar, vocabulary, and culture. There will be several quizzes. Quizzes will assess your knowledge of the grammar, vocabulary, and culture as well as your reading and listening comprehension skills.

Participation
The instructor will evaluate class participation regularly. Grades will be based on how well the student is prepared for class (complete/incomplete homework) and regular participation in class activities. Workbook/lab manual exercises on time (a Monday lesson, for example, should be completed, should be practiced and the corresponding exercises done in the textbook/workbook/lab manual for the next class). Your homework is due by 7 p.m. the day before the class. Check your weekly participation grade on the Ocean Cruiser.

          The final grade is based upon an average of the test grades (60 %), homework (workbook and lab activities) 10%, quizzes (10%) and class participation (20 %).
