1. There is a Tech Prep Schedule of meeting dates in your packet.
2. Junkyard Wars is March 30th.  A packet of rules is in your folder.

4. There are charts in your packet of all our articulated programs.  Please review the charts and take a look at your own Program Guide to see if you would like to have additional agreements with the college you currently do not have.  

5. A revised Visual Communications Articulation agreement between OCC and OCVTS is in your packet.

6. Please check the snow list and make sure we have your correct home number.  We’ll establish a calling chain in case of closings.

7. Please send Mary Ann your new course guides.  If your school has interest in developing a Professional Development School on your site or professional development workshops, let Mary Ann know. 

8. Mary Ann will be contacting your schools to meet with your Professional Development people to see if we can customize workshops for your districts to meet the Professional Development Standards that are linked to student success, outcome oriented, embedded in the daily structures, and incorporated into every day classroom practice. 

9. New Pathways to Teaching in New Jersey (NPTNJ) is a partnership between New Jersey City University and all the community colleges to deliver Alternate Route Certification at the community college sites.  The unique feature of this program is that it may be taken for 15 graduate credits and students may continue in a Master of Arts in Teaching, a Master of Arts as a Reading Specialist, a Master of Arts in Educational Technology, and a Master of Arts in Special Education. OCC is partnering with NJCU to offer continuation courses at a regional location.   A new Stage I will begin at OCC on April 17, 2007.  This will give alternate route candidates a better time frame to look for a job and also more appropriate observation sessions.
10. OCC continues to offer Substitute Teacher and Nurse weekend workshops.

11. You can now get your whole MA degree in Educational Leadership with Kean University on the OCC campus. Some graduate counseling courses are also being offered. The list of Kean graduate courses offered at OCC is enclosed for spring, 2007.  In an effort to offer undergraduate degree completion with Kean, OCC is offering Nursing, Criminal Justice, Elementary Education, English, History, Physical Education/ Health K-12 Teaching Option, and Sociology on the OCC Toms River and SEC campuses. 14. The Trustee Scholarship is available to junior and seniors in high school through the OCC Jump Start program.  Tuition is $60 per credit plus fees.  Students need to be recommended for the program and have the signature of their high school guidance counselor or principal.  They may attend on the OCC campus or at Off-Campus sites at this rate.  The special green OCC high school student application form must be completed.  There is a high school application form in your packet.  If you want special courses offered in your school district and have a qualified instructor, OCC will either hire someone from your district or send an instructor from the college.  A minimum of fifteen students is required to run a course.  Many of you are already offering some of these courses.  This is an exciting opportunity for juniors and seniors in high school to take college level courses
