Welcome and Introductions!

1. Sign-up sheets for you to help with Junkyard Wars, Robotics, and the Cardboard Canoe   contests are available for your signature. The Cardboard Canoe Race is May 21, 2004, Junkyard Wars is April 23, 2004, and the Robotics Contest is February 26, 2004.

2. Plaques and ribbons have been ordered for all contests.  Ocean County College will provide T-shirts for students participating in the Robotics and Junkyard Wars Contests.  Lunch is only provided for the Cardboard Canoe Race.

3. At the January meeting the group-developed rubrics for the Junkyard Wars scoring.  The scoring sheets are in your folder.  We need to do the same thing with the Cardboard Canoe Race Presentation form to give the judges a place to start.

4. Tech Prep Enrollment forms and Summary Sheets are in your packet.  We need you to get your students signed up.  We have no other way of tracking these students to make sure they receive promised benefits of Tech Prep when students get to OCC.

5. A Tech Prep Computer Science Articulation Agreement between Ocean County College and the Ocean County Vocational-Technical Schools was signed on February 6th.  A copy is in your folder.

6. There are charts in your packet of all articulated program.  Please review the charts and take a look at your own Program Guide to see if you would like to have an agreement with the college you currently do not have.  

7. Mary Ann Richard has a new title and expanded hours. Her title is Special Projects Coordinator.  The new title covers customizing Professional Development Workshops in your districts, the Alternate Route, Tech Prep Counseling and Retired Teacher Mentors.  Mary Ann is contacting your districts to set up on site Professional Development Workshops for In-service days and other times desired by districts.

8. .The Spring Professional Development Booklet is in your packet.  These workshops meet the Professional Development Standards that are linked to student success, are outcome oriented, embedded in the daily structures, and incorporated into every day classroom practices.

9. We continue to run graduate courses in Educational Administration through our partnership with Kean University on the OCC campus.  Students can obtain Supervisory and Principal Certification without leaving the OCC campus. Class is run in nontraditional time frames.  Some are three weekends for three credits, summer classes are 8 days for three credits, and some 15 week courses are offered, but the students tend to prefer the intensive time frames.  A list of summer classes is in your packet.  

10. We continue to offer graduate courses with the College of New Jersey through the Regional Training Center.  A list of summer courses is enclosed.

11. We have many people signing-up for our Certified Substitute Teacher Workshop.  A brochure is enclosed for your information.  We usually run one of these 20-hour weekend workshops once a month.

12. This summer we will begin offering the rest of the courses for a Master of Arts in Teaching (MAT) with New Jersey City University.  Students completing New Pathways to Teaching (NPTNJ), the Alternate Route to Teacher Certification (15 graduate credits) will continue their studies on the OCC campus or on-line.

13. There is a slight change in the meeting schedule in your packet.  The dates are the same, but main and sub committee meetings have been altered to reflect the canceled meeting in November and to include the April 2nd meeting where we will score the Junkyard projects. .

14. We need to set a time when the people working on the scoring for the Cardboard Canoe Race  can meet with Mr. Schiller and others to finalize the scoring for the race. 

15. There is a change for the “Follow the Dotted Line” contest for the Cardboard Canoe Race.  Only cardboard and duct tape will be allowed.  Duct tape will be provided.  No water proofing at all will be allowed.

16. There is a change back to May 21st for the Cardboard Canoe Race.  This is the same day as the Career Fair at Lakehurst, so we need to know who is in charge of that so we are not set dates at the same time.  We can't change our date.  There are no other times left when there is no testing.

17. New Pathways to Teaching in New Jersey (NPTNJ) is a partnership between New Jersey City University and all the community colleges to deliver Alternate Route Certification at the community college sites.  The unique feature of this program is that it may be taken for 15 graduate credits and it has a preservice component.  A brochure and packet of information is enclosed for your information.  March 10th there is a free information session in the OCC Lecture Hall at 7:00 p.m.  A brochure and new handbook are in your folder.

18. There is a Snow List enclosed.  Please check to make sure your name and telephone number are correct.

21. The Trustee Scholarship is available to junior and seniors in high school through the OCC Jump Start program.  Tuition is $37 per credit plus fees.  Students will need to be recommended for the program and have the signature of their high school guidance counselor or principal.  They may attend on the OCC campus or at Off-Campus sites at this rate.  The special green OCC high school student application form will need to be completed.  There is a Jump Start Flyer in your packet and a high school application form.  If you want special courses offered in your school district and have a qualified instructor, OCC will either hire someone from your district or send an instructor from the college.  You will need a minimum of twelve students to run a course at your site. This is an exciting opportunity for juniors and seniors in high school to take college level courses.
