Welcome and Introductions!

1. Results from the Cardboard Canoe Race are in your folders.  We had a three-way tie for Over-All Showboat, so the day of the race we gave the trophy to Jackson Middle School and four $500 scholarships each to Lacey and Manchester.  New trophies are here today for Lacey and Manchester and a 2005 Winner plate for Jackson.

2. There will be some rule changes for the Cardboard Canoe race.  We will be adding to the entry form “free from health issues “ since the girl who had the asthma attack had a history of exercise induced asthma and should not have been the paddler of the canoe.

3. We also need more teachers on the apron of the pool to monitor behavior of students.

4. There are two newspaper articles enclosed about the race.  We received  a lot of favorable press coverage.

6. On June 6th all Tech Prep Articulation Agreements were reviewed and updated.  Your schools will receive copies of all changes.

Mary Ann will be contacting your schools to meet with your Professional Development people to see if we can customize workshops for your districts to meet the Professional Development Standards that are linked to student success, outcome oriented, embedded in the daily structures, and incorporated into every day classroom practice. The 100 hours of Professional Development has been renewed for the next five years.

9. New Pathways to Teaching in New Jersey (NPTNJ) is a partnership between New Jersey City University and all the community colleges to deliver Alternate Route Certification at the community college sites.  The unique feature of this program is that it may be taken for 15 graduate credits and it has a preservice component.  A brochure is enclosed for your information.  We will begin a new year on July 5th with a six-week session two nights a week.

OCC in partnership with College Boards will be conduction Advanced Placement (AP) Workshops this summer in Biology and Calculus AB from August 8-12, and English Composition and Literature and United States History from August 15-19, 2005. Four additional workshops have been added for August 15-19.  They are Environmental Science, World History, Calculus BC, and Government & Politics, US.  This is a wonderful opportunity to send your teachers locally saving you money on housing.  All instructors are College Board approved and the price for the week is $595.

13. The summer, fall (2005), and spring 2006 schedule for Kean University Supervisory Certification or Master’s degree program is on your packet.

14. We will be offering SAT reviews for high school students in the late summer.  Brochure is in your packet.
