TEACHER AIDE PROGRAM (CC.TA)
Certificate of Completion

The certificate of completion for teacher aide includes courses specific to the field, with a limited number of general education courses.  It is designed for students who wish to become teacher aides and for aides already employed within school systems.  A certificate will be awarded to students completing the program with a cumulative average of 2.0 or higher.

All of the courses listed could be credited toward the associate degree for students wishing to earn an associate in science degree in general studies.  Students completing the degree could substitute teach and/or transfer to a four-year college.

Students seeking admission must meet all college requirement.
