GUIDELINES FOR DOCUMENTATION OF
PSYCHIATRIC/PSYCHOLOGICAL DISORDERS

The information provided below will assist the DS staff members in collaborating with the student to determine appropriate accommodations. Documentation serves as a foundation that legitimizes a student’s request for accommodations.

A diagnosis by a licensed mental health professional (includes licensed clinical social works, licensed professional counselors, psychologists, psychiatrists and neurologists) is required. This professional must be an impartial individual who is not a family member of the student.
