First Step: 
Determine your research purpose

Ask yourself if your project is designed to:

ÅInform an audience about a topic?

ÅPersuade an audience to your opinion?

ÅBe a critique or analysis?

ÅAnother purpose?



This is important because different resources are 
better for different project types.

For example, 

if your purpose is to 
inform an audience about 
a topic, then unbiased, 
factual information may 
be most appropriate

However,

if your purpose is to 
persuadean audience, 
then you may need 
targeted information that 
supports your opinion

Research projects often come with deadlines 
and other parameters that affect your work

ÅDue dates

Due dates influence how much time you have to invest 
in researching

You have more options and 
opportunities with a longer

procrastinate!)



Third Step:  Determine your 
requirements and limitations

ÅPage lengths

Page lengths may influence how much research and 
how many sources your need

A 1 page response paper may 
require fewer sources than a 
50 page honors thesis



Third Step:  Determine your 
requirements and limitations

ÅRequired/Suggested/Prohibited sources

When given an assignment, you may be told which types 
of sources to use or not to use. 

This may seem like a 
hindrance, but it may 
help you target your 
research
