Protect Yourself from the Bird Flu!
Folks on campus have been asking Carol Crawford, Director of College Health Services, how we should prepare for a flu pandemic if one occurs this year.  Carol tells us that “no one knows” if a pandemic is going to hit, but, “the (Ocean County) Health Department is preparing K-12 schools for closure and possible quarantine” just in case a bad strain of the flu does appear.  Following are some facts from the brochure “Seasonal Flu, Pandemic Flu, and Bird Flu: What you need to know.”  Whether or not the bird flu evolves into human to human transmission and hits the United States, it is a guarantee that the more popular seasonal flu that comes around every year is going to make the rounds again.  Knowledge is the best defense.  
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Seasonal Flu refers to common strains of the virus that go around in the fall and winter.  A yearly shot can help prevent it.
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Flu Pandemic is a new strain that spreads quickly around the world.  It could 
cause severe illness and death, and may cause a short supply of food/goods 
and restrict travel.  Three pandemics happened in the 1900’s including one in 
1918 that killed 500,000 people in the United States.
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[image: image8.wmf]Bird (Avian) Flu infects poultry and some wild birds.  If this strain spreads to people, a flu pandemic could begin.

What’s being done?  World governments are taking steps at prevention, 
minimizing effects, and treatment.
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How do you get the flu and how will I know?  The flu is spread mainly through people’s coughs and sneezes.  Different strains may cause similar symptoms or symptoms may actually be of a different illness that causes flu-like symptoms – always check with a doctor or health care provider.  Flu 
symptoms generally start within 2 to10 days of exposure, and include fever, chills, headache, body aches, sore throat, coughing, sneezing, and shortness of breath.
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What can you do to help avoid getting or spreading the flu both at 
home and at work?  1) Wash hands often and well.  Avoid touching eyes, 
nose, and mouth with unwashed hands.  2) Cover coughs and sneezes 
with a tissue or upper sleeve – not your hand!  Put tissue in waste basket and then wash hands.  Stay away from others who are coughing or sneezing.  3) Get any available flu 
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shots to prevent the seasonal flu.  5) Thoroughly cook meat, poultry, and eggs and carefully clean any surface, including hands and utensils.  
6) If you get sick, act responsibly!  If you’re sick…stay home.  Call your doctor or healthcare provider.  7) Create an emergency kit to last a week 
with bottled water, food, and other supplies (including prescription medication) in case you’re ever homebound or utilities falter.

adscititious \ad-suh-TISH-us\ adjective: derived or acquired from something extrinsic

Example Sentence: "As someone born in Baltimore as opposed to having moved there, I have been given the northern character..., a character that is adscititious to my father's way." (Michael Weaver, My Father's Geography)
Word Facts: Adscititious comes from a very "knowledgeable" family — it ultimately derives from “scire," the Latin verb meaning "to know."  Scire also gave us science, conscience, prescience (foreknowledge), and nescience (lack of knowledge).  Adscititious itself comes to us from scire by way of the Latin verb "adsciscere," which means "to admit" or "to adopt."  This explains why adscititious describes something adopted from an outside source.  Adscititious also has a rarely encountered second sense, meaning "additional" or "supplemental" (as in “adscititious remarks").
