Hal-low-een: noun, short for All Hallow Even (All Saints' Eve)

Halloween's origins date back to the ancient Celtic new year of Samhain (pronounced sow-in).  Celebrated on November 1, the Celts believed that the boundary between the worlds of the living and the dead became blurred with ghosts of the dead returning to earth on October 31.  They built huge sacred bonfires, where the people gathered to burn crops and animals as sacrifices to the Celtic deities.  The Celts wore costumes, of animal heads and skins, and attempted to tell each other's fortunes.

By A.D. 43, Rome had conquered Celtic territory. Two Roman festivals were combined with Samhain: Feralia commemorated the passing of the dead, and a day to honor Pomona, the goddess of fruit and trees, whose symbol was the apple.  This probably explains the tradition of "bobbing" for apples.

By the 800s, Christianity had spread into Celtic lands.  In the seventh century, Pope Boniface IV designated November 1 as All Saints' Day (called All-hallows or All-Hallowmas), a time to honor saints and martyrs.  The night before, the night of Samhain, was called All-hallows Eve.  In A.D. 1000, the Church made November 2 All Souls Day, a day to honor the dead.  It was celebrated with bonfires, parades, and dressing up in costumes as saints, and angels.

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KITCHEN KORNER

Pumpkin Fruit Roll Ups

Ingredients: 1 cup pumpkin pie mix
1 cup unsweetened apple sauce

Method: Spray 15x10x1 inch jellyroll pan with non-stick cooking spray.  In medium bowl, combine ingredients.  Spread evenly into pan and smooth with spatula.  Dry in a 140-150 degree oven for 8-10 hours or until surface is no longer sticky to touch.  Remove from oven.  Cool slightly.  Loosen edges with spatula.  Start at narrow end, lift up corners, peel back slowly.  Cut into desire lengths, roll up, and wrap each piece in plastic wrap.
Party Mix

Ingredients:
4 oz. M & Ms peanut butter candies
¼ cup crushed peanut brittle/nut clusters 

½ cup peanuts (salted or dry roast)
1 ¼ cup Honey Nut Cheerios
1 ¼ cup Corn Chex cereal
¼ cup almonds (slivered)
5 oz. mini pretzels
6 oz. white chocolate chips
1 ½ Tbsp. vegetable oil

Method: 1) In a large bowl, combine M&Ms, peanut brittle, peanuts, Cheerios, Chex, almonds, pretzels.  2) Line two cookie sheets with wax paper.  3) In a microwave-safe bowl, combine white chocolate chips and vegetable oil.  Heat in microwave 45-60 seconds.  Stir chocolate then microwave for 5 - 10 seconds.  Stir until smooth.  4) Pour melted chocolate into dry ingredients and stir well.  5) Spread onto lined baking sheets.  6) Cool for one hour then break apart and store in airtight container. 
Lizard Stew

Ingredients:
¼ cup Eye of Newt
2 small Tail of Yak

1 cup green moss, fresh or frozen 
4 large poison mushrooms, washed, 
   thinly sliced, use stems

2 hummingbird wings

16 oz. red wine vinegar or sour wine

2 medium size lizards, any variety,

   hickory or smoked flavor

2 cups stagnant water

   (skim off excess algae)

2 medium potatoes, cut in chunks

salt and pepper to taste

Method: Heat a cast iron cauldron to 666 degrees.  Combine all ingredients.  Cook approximately 666 minutes or until lizard bones are “al dente.”  Serves 6 to 8.  Gotcha!
