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Kitchen Korner

Cheddar & Chive Biscuits
Ingredients:

2 ½ cups biscuit mix (i.e. Bisquick)

1 cup shredded Cheddar cheese
1/8 tsp garlic powder

3/4 cup milk

6 tblsp butter, melted & divided

3 tblsp fresh chives, snipped & divided

10 oz. garlic & herb cheese spread
cucumber & radish sliced thin – optional 

Method:

1. Combine biscuit mix, cheese, garlic powder, milk, and two tblsp of melted butter.  Mix well.

2. Drop dough by tablespoonfuls onto an ungreased baking sheet.

3. Bake at 400 degrees for 10-12 minutes, or until golden brown.

4. Mix remaining butter and one tblsp of chives.  Brush butter/chive mixture over warm biscuits.  (For me, I’d stop at this point and devour the biscuits warm out of the oven … but for those of you, who like things over the top, proceed to step #5.)

5. Split biscuits, set aside.

6. Blend softened cheese spread and remaining chives.

7. Spread cheese/chive mixture lightly onto bottom halves of biscuits.  Add cucumber and radish, if desired.  Top with other biscuit halves.  Enjoy.
