With the September 2007 Grand Opening of the new O.C.E.A.N., Inc. Child 
Development Center approaching, we would like to take the time to introduce 
O.C.E.A.N., Inc. to the faculty and staff of Ocean County College.

Since 1965, O.C.E.A.N., Inc. has been helping people help themselves.  As the Community Action Agency for residents of Ocean County, O.C.E.A.N., Inc.’s mission is the delivery of quality, comprehensive services that improve the quality of life of individuals and families.

The new O.C.E.A.N., Inc. Child Development Center is consistent with the mission as it will offer students, staff, and faculty a reliable alternative to childcare.  The new 10,340 sq. ft. state-of-the-art Child Development Center will be a safe place for children to learn, play, and grow, in a nurturing environment. 

Once constructed, the Center will include eight pre-school classrooms including: six 3-5 year classrooms, one toddler classroom, and one infant classroom.  Each classroom will include an art/music area, computer area, science corner, classroom library, family welcoming area, free play area/block corner, and a writing area for the students.  In addition, the Center has a lobby, administrative offices, parent rooms, staff rooms, a reception area, and an Information Technology room.

The Center will be an exemplary setting for early childhood education because it will also provide a Child Observation and Assessment Room where OCC students and professional educators will learn by participating in and observing Center activities.  These practices will include: child safety, health, physical, intellectual, and emotional development; business management; planning and staff development; regulatory compliance and reporting; family nutrition; parenting; after-school services; recognition and referral of children with special needs; and care to children with disabilities.

The full-day, full-year program, will be open from 7:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, for children between the ages of two months and six years.  As part of the Head Start (income-eligible) program, children will be provided a nutritious breakfast and lunch, plus a healthy snack.  Families may choose from five-day, three-day, or two-day per week programs.

For parents, the Child Development Center offers the convenience of "on campus" childcare, along with the comfort of being near to their children while working or completing an education and degree program.  On any typical day, one will see many moms and dads strolling over to look in on their little ones while on a break or in-between classes.

We certainly look forward to the day when the doors open and we have the opportunity to meet each and every one of you and your children.  Until then, continue to watch the foundation of the new Child Care Center grow, as we continue building a “Strong Foundation for a Lifetime of Learning.”

incunabulum (in-kyoo-NAB-yuh-luhm), noun: A book printed during the infancy of printing, especially one produced before 1501.

[From Latin incunabula (swaddling clothes, cradle), from cunae (cradle, infancy).  Ultimately from the Indo-European root kei- (to lie, bed, dear) that is also the source of such words as city, cemetery, and Sanskrit shiva.]

Imagine a newly-born book, swaddled in clothes.  Etymology often shows the poetry of words.  Gutenberg operated his pioneering printing press during the 1450s.  Books printed during that time are known as incunabula though the term can be applied to any work of art or industry from its early period.
