Seasonal Flu: A flu shot can help prevent these common strains that go 
around in the fall/winter.  Flu Pandemic: A new strain that spreads quickly, 
may cause severe illness, death, shortage of food/goods, or restrict travel.  

Bird Flu: Infects poultry and some wild birds.  If this strain spreads to people, 
a flu pandemic could begin.
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Getting the Flu: The flu is spread through coughs and sneezes.  Symptoms start within 2 to10 days of exposure, and include fever, chills, headache, body aches, sore throat, coughing, sneezing, and shortness of breath.  Symptoms may actually be of a different illness so always check 
with a doctor.
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Help avoid getting/spreading the flu: 1) Wash hands often.  Avoid 
touching eyes, nose, and mouth with unwashed hands.  2) Cover coughs 
and sneezes with a tissue or upper sleeve – not your hand!  Put tissue in 
waste basket and wash hands.  3) Get the flu shot.  5) Thoroughly cook 
meat, poultry, and eggs and carefully wash hands and utensils, surfaces.  6) If you get sick, stay home.  Call your doctor.  7) Create an emergency kit to last a week with bottled water, food, and other supplies (including prescription medication) in case you’re homebound or utilities falter.
