The New Jersey Council of County Colleges (NJCCC) has created a 
Legislative Action Center (LAC) on its web site, www.njccc.org.  The
LAC allows students, alumni, faculty, staff, trustees, and concerned 
citizens to advocate on behalf of New Jersey’s 19 community colleges 
by sending emails to their local state legislators and providing much 
needed feedback to important legislative decision makers.  To use the 
LAC: 1) log onto www.njccc.org; click Legislative Action Center; 3) choose a community college issue; 4) enter your name, address, email address, community college, and your affiliation to that college; 5) click “send email.”  The web site automatically identifies and sends emails to your representatives based on your street address and zip code.
