Lomell is a highly decorated former-United States Army Ranger who served in World War II. He is best known for his actions in the first hours of D-Day at Pointe du Hoc on the coast of Normandy, France, and for his bravery in the Battle of Hürtgen Forest, also known as Hill 400 or Castle Hill.  Founder and senior member of the law firm of Lomell, Muccifori, Adler, Ravaschiere & Amabile, subsequently known as the Lomell Law Firm, he retired in the mid-1980’s. 

For his heroic actions during World War II, Lomell received the U.S. Army’s Distinguished Service Cross, the Bronze Star, the British Military Medal, the French Légion d’honneur, the Silver Star, and he was inducted into the Ranger Hall of Fame.  The Borough of Point Pleasant Beach dedicated a monument to him at its Veterans Park with a replica of the grapnel hook used by the Rangers at Pointe Du Hoc.
The evening’s spectacular Pride and Patriotism Gala will feature sumptuous gourmet food prepared by Joe Leone’s.  Live music will be provided by Mission Dance.  Also featured will be a 50/50 cash raffle (with a potential of $10,000 going to the first place winner, $6,000 for second place, and $4,000 for third place), and both silent and live auctions, featuring a wide variety of exceptional items.
