OCC’s Career, Employment, and Counseling Services, which helps community 
members, students, and alumni achieve their career, academic, and life goals, will also 
host Free Job Search Workshops from 2:00 to 3:30 p.m. on the following 
Wednesdays in 2010: September 8, October 13, November 10, and December 8.   
 
Receive an overview of the latest NJ Career Assistance Navigator web site, provided by 
the New Jersey Department of Labor.  NJCAN is a valuable tool to use to get an idea of 
your interests, identify skills you find satisfying, and learn what is important to you in a 
career.  Specific emphasis will be given to the skills assessment tools area and how to 
use the resulting information to research career options and build a resume.  
 
The workshops will be held in Room 114, Instructional Building (Building #6), OCC Main 
Campus, College Drive, Toms River.
