TOMS RIVER – If you want to become a teacher and are registered to take the 
Praxis Exam, but you are afraid you won’t make the grade, School Relations at 
Ocean County College can assist you in passing the exam with a Praxis I Pre-
Professional Skills Test (Reading, Mathematics, and Writing) Review and 
six different Praxis II Reviews.  A Praxis I Pre-Professional Skills Test exam is 
scheduled for June 12, and a Praxis II exam is scheduled for April 24 (register 
separately to take these exams). 
 
● Praxis I Pre-Professional Skills Test meets 7:00 to 10:00 p.m., Thursdays, 
May 6 (Reading), 13 (Mathematics), 20 (Writing) in Room 17, Library, OCC 
Main Campus, College Drive, Toms River, NJ.  Register by April 29. 
 
Cost: $135.  Prior to the first session, three books must be purchased separately 
online at the Educational Testing Services site: www.ets.org/praxis.
