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MIDWEEK JAZZ SERIES STRIKES THE RIGHT NOTE FOR FALL 
TOMS RIVER – Ocean County College’s Arts and Community Center continues the popular MidWeek Jazz Series off-campus on Wednesdays at 8:00 p.m. at Mancini Hall, Ocean County Library, 101 Washington Street, Toms River.  Come hear acclaimed artists play classic jazz and swing in a single 90-minute set!

September 23: Ivory & Gold – This talented husband-and-wife pair is a staple at most West Coast jazz festivals because of their ability to give their own spin to familiar ragtime, jazz, pops, Broadway, and gospel tunes.  Jeff Barnhart is the nation’s premier stride pianist and Anne Barnhardt, classically trained on the flute, completes the duo’s unique sound.  The musician couple is making a rare appearance in this region, so their performance is a must-see for all jazz fans!

October 14: Trombone Icon Dan Barrett & Company – Noted West Coast trombonist Dan Barrett doesn’t travel east too often these days, but when he does, jazz fans flock to hear him. The Arbors Record’s star, whose instrument is equally at home in Dixieland and swing settings, will be backed by solid East Coast professionals for this visit to Midweek Jazz: Dan Tobias on the trumpet and cornet, emerging talent Ehud Asherie at the piano, and Joel Forbes on the upright string bass.
November 18: The Traditional Jazz Collective – This energetic crowd favorite is led by NYC-based Kevin Dorn, a versatile drummer who is a familiar face to our MidWeek Jazz audiences, as he has played with several jazz and swing bands.  Pianist Jesse Gelber and cornetist Charlie Caranicas won ovations here with other groups, while trombonist J. Walter Hawkes, alto and soprano saxophonist Michael Hashim, and bassist Doug Largent received their share of applause during previous visits.
December 16: Warren Vaché on the Cornet – Versatile world-class cornetist Warren Vaché brings his accomplished all-star trio to MidWeek Jazz.  For this outing, Vaché, who has been astounding audiences worldwide for decades, is backed by popular guitarist Vinnie Carrao and bassist Nicki Parrott, who was such a pleasant surprise to the MidWeek Jazz audience on a previous visit with another group.  This collection of musicians is a perfect match for the intimacy of Mancini Hall.
January 20: Midiri Brothers Band – Back once again by popular demand, the Midiri Brothers return with an evening packed with all-time favorites.  Joe Midiri is a brilliant clarinetist who can sound just like Benny Goodman but also has a musical personality of his own, while Paul Midiri plays high-powered vibes and occasionally joins in on drums and trombone.  The popular Midiris opened the MidWeek Jazz series at its outset and have delighted audiences with annual performances ever since.
