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TAKE A TRIP TO THE AMERICAN SOUTHWEST WITH OCC THIS SPRING
TOMS RIVER, NJ – Take a journey through Arizona, Colorado, Utah, and New Mexico on a Native American Travel Seminar from March 27 to April 4, 2010.  Visit ancient American Indian archaeological ruins, the modern Navajo and Pueblo Indian nations, and fantastic archaeological, cultural, and geological sites.  Open to community members 18 or over on either a credit or non-credit basis.  Students will be enrolled in ANTH 238 for three college credits.  Space is limited.  Registration is on a first come/first served basis.

Led by OCC Associate Professor of Social Science Christine Kitchin – an anthropologist and archaeologist whose area of specialization is the Native Peoples of the Americas, and who has traveled extensively throughout the Southwest – seminar members will study American Indian societies going back thousands of years, and will learn how the prehistoric Indian people influenced modern Indian cultures.  
Participants will have the opportunity to explore Canyon de Chelly, with its beautiful prehistoric rock art and ancient architecture, and experience the spectacular geology of Monument Valley, guided by the Navajo, Acoma, and Zuni people on their tribal lands; see the incredible cliff dwellings of Mesa Verde National Park and the Anasazi ruins of Chaco Canyon; visit with the Pueblo Indian people living at “Sky City” Acoma Pueblo, set high atop a sandstone mesa; enjoy a gourmet dinner cruise on Lake Powell; take an ecological tour of the Sonora Desert; and much more.
Seminar package includes: Shuttle from OCC campus to Philadelphia Airport and return; round-trip airfare from Philadelphia to Phoenix on Southwest Airlines; all hotels (double occupancy; single supplement is $600); all ground transportation, scheduled tours, and admissions; some meals; and 24-hour professional guides and Native guides on tribal lands.

Not included: Personal expenses; tips; and meals, activities or services not specifically listed on the itinerary.

Cost: Ocean County residents, $2565.  Out of county, $2667.  Out-of-state, $2907.  Single supplement for hotel rooms (optional): $600.
