Be sure to complete the following process before registering for Orientation:
OCC Process for Incoming First Year Student Athletes
· Submit an application to the college.  Be sure to have your high school guidance counselor send your high school transcripts.
· It is suggested that you file a FAFSA form at http://www.fafsa.ed.gov and list OCC to receive your information. (OCC School Code is 002624).

· If you have conditional eligibility for NJSTARS (for more information visit www.njstars.net):
· You must file a FAFSA form at http://www.fafsa.ed.gov and list OCC as your number one school choice (OCC School Code is 002624)

· You must complete the Ocean County College Verification Application for NJSTARS

· You must send a copy of your unofficial high school transcripts to the OCC Financial Aid Office to assess your records.

· After applying students must then make an appointment to take the placement exams at the OCC Testing Center (732) 255-0400 x401. 
· Students may be exempt from taking one or both of the placement exams by showing proof of any of the following:  
· 540 or better score on the SAT Critical Reading (Exempt from English Placement Test)
· 54 or better score on the PSAT Critical Reading (Exempt from English Placement Test)

· 235 or better score on the HSPA (Exempt from English Placement Test)

· 530 or better score on the SAT Math Section (Exempt from Math Placement Test)

· 53 or better score on the PSAT Math Section (Exempt from Math Placement Test)

· 250 or better score on the HSPA (Exempt from Math Placement Test)
· Students who are exempt from either or both of the exams must bring a copy of the scores to the registrar’s office for processing.

· After completing and processing the application and receiving placement exam scores you are then able to sign up for an orientation through the Advising Office (732) 255-0300.  Signing up for a student-athlete orientation is highly recommended.

· Students must then contact the Athletic Department (732) 255-0345 to declare themselves as a student athlete in a specific sport(s) and discuss the NJCAA eligibility process with an Athletic staff member.
