After fall competition, Ocean County College is ranked #1 in the country as an athletic program for success in championship competition by the National Alliance of Two Year College Athletic Administrators (NATYCAA). 
The Viking Women’s Program also has the most points of any school (53) from the Fall semester. Points are determined on where teams finish at the NJCAA National Championships. 
This fall 2011 four OCC teams competed in their respective national championships. The teams finished as follows:

4th place Women’s Tennis
6th place Men’s Cross Country
NATYCAA is the professional organization of two year college athletic administrators and membership is open to all two year institutions from throughout the country (www.natycaa.com). 
NATYCAA includes 11 professional associations that fall under its umbrella and is administered by the National Association of Collegiate Directors of Athletics (NACDA, www.nacda.com). 
The NATYCAA Cup program began in 2004 and recognizes excellence in two-year college athletics based on success in championship competition. Standings for the Scholarship and Non – Scholarship Divisions are ranked twice a school year. (Mid Year rankings in January and Final Standings are in June.)
