Finance Committee

Ms. Winchester discussed the impact of the current 6 percent decrease in spring enrollment
on this year’s budget.  An analysis of the FY 2013 budget indicates that the shortfall can be
handled this year without any revisions due to a decrease in expenditures, primarily from 
unfilled positions.  The FY 2014 College budget would normally be recommended for ap-
proval at the January Board meeting; however, the process has been delayed because the
County is not yet in a position to determine its FY 2014 contributions to the College as
a result of Super Storm Sandy and the devastation it caused throughout the County.

Mr. Strada will provide an update on e-learning each month as part of the Bylaw, Policy,
and Curriculum Committee report:
· E-learning courses are carefully developed to ensure that students must achieve the
same objectives required for face-to-face courses.

· When out-of-state students register for e-learning courses at OCC, the College must 
be in compliance with that state’s licensing and authorization, the process for which 
can be quite costly.  A national effort is underway for all states to operate under a 
common set of reciprocity agreements.

Mr. Strada also reported the children’s summer camps are currently being modified and 

improved, with the goal of attracting more participants.  The College’s efforts in custom-

ized training are being revitalized, and grant opportunities are being sought.

Summit sponsored by the Association of Community College Trustees.  Mr. Wolfe has

scheduled meetings with Congressmen Chris Smith and Jon Runyan to ask for their sup-
port of the request to U.S. Secretary of Education Arne Duncan to consider special grants

for student work/study funds because so many students and their families were impacted

by Hurricane Sandy.
Dr. Larson shared with the trustees the Winter 2013 edition of Ocean Views, the bi-annual

newsletter for OCC alumni, the College family, and the community.  He commended those

who were responsible for this fine publication:  Ms. Jan Kirsten, Executive Director of Col-

lege Relations, and her staff, Ms. Joanne Padrone, Project Director and Director of Resource
Development; Ms. RoseAnn D’Urso, Editor and Manager of Promotional Programming;
Ms. Juliet Kaszas-Hoch, Public Relations Writer; and Mr. Scott Bruinooge, Coordinator 
of Publications.

Dr. Larson also commended Dr. Wang for the outstanding work she is doing since her arri-
val on campus.  Dr. Wang, in turn, introduced her deans, who are providing her with invalu-
able support:  Dr. Yehia Elmogahzy, Dean of the School of Mathematics, Science, and Tech-

nology; Dr. Henry Jackson, Interim Dean of the School of Language and the Arts; Mr. Brad
Young, Interim Dean of the School of Social Science and Human Services; Ms. Tracy Walsh,
Dean of the School of Nursing; Dr. Angel Camilo, Interim Dean of Adjunct Faculty; and
Ms. Maureen Reustle, Dean of Academic Services.

Dr. Wang reported to the trustees on many of the initiatives within Academic Affairs, as
noted in Dr. Larson’s written report.

Dr. Jackson, Interim Dean and Advisor to the Organization for Black Unity, reviewed the
College-sponsored events that are scheduled to celebrate Black History Month.  The 2013
theme is “At the Crossroads of Freedom and Equality:  The Emancipation Proclamation
and the March on Washington.”

The Ocean County College Chess Team participated in an international event, the Pan-
American Intercollegiate chess Championships at Princeton University in December.

Although unsuccessful in winning a match, it was a wonderful experience for the mem-

bers of the team.  Dr. Camilo serves as Advisor to this group of students.
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Dr. Ali Botein-Furrevig, Assistant Professor of English and Literature, authored a new book,
“Last Waltz on the Danube:  The Ethnic German Genocide in History and Memory, 1944-
1948.”  Dr. Botein-Furrevig provided the trustees with the impetus for writing the book and
the wealth of information she gained as a result.  The book was recognized as a Finalist in
the 2012 USA BookNews Best Book Awards in the category of History.

OCC hosted the monthly meeting of the New Jersey College and University Public Safety

Association on January 16.  The main focus of the meeting was active shooter training.

Mr. Robert Kumpf, Director of Security, serves as the association’s treasurer.
The Southern Education Center hosted the Stafford Township Police Department for exam-
inations and evaluations of promotion applicants on January 7, 8, and 9.  Ms. Katie Grofik,
Evening/Weekend SEC Supervisor, coordinated this event with the Police Department.
Ms. Winchester informed the trustees of the legislation recently passed that removes the
requirement for New Jersey colleges to offer student health insurance.  With the enact-

ment of the new federal law that requires everyone to obtain health insurance, the College

will no longer need to offer it to students, effective with the fall 2013 semester.
