· The NJ STARS seminar scheduled for Wednesday, April 4,  will address concerns ex-
pressed by students about future career opportunities.  “Future Job Trends” will focus 
on professions that are anticipated to have an increased workforce demand in the years

ahead, techniques for job searching and networking, and the need to be open to new 
career choices.

· The Traveling Literary Theater will present the world premier of “100 Years:  Titanic

Survivors and Their Stories” on Sunday, April 15, in the Arts and Community Center

Theatre.  This one-of-a-kind production will also include a luncheon with the same

menu as was last served on the Titanic before it sank.

· The Arts and Community Center Gallery will host various exhibits this spring, such as
the Photography of Hutch Martin, Artist Judi Gilden, and the popular annual Senior
Citizen Art Show

· The OCC Civility Committee is hosting an Employee Talent Show on Friday, March 30,

at 7 p.m. in the Theatre.  This event is being held in lieu of the usual employee picnic.
