ceived the Hallmark Award for Leadership, one of only 25 chapters to be honored
with this award.

· Alpha Beta Gamma – Sixty-eight students will be inducted into Alpha Beta Gamma,
the national business honor society, on May 7.  Ms. Barbara Napolitano, Associate

Professor of Business Studies, and Mr. Hank Schwartz, Professor of Business 
Studies, serve as advisors for this group.  Two students, Ms. Charis Chambers and 
Ms. Christine Gonzalez, will be inducted into the New Jersey Collegiate Business Ad-

ministration Association Honor Society at the State House in Trenton on May 7 in

recognition of their outstanding achievement in the business area.
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· Lambda Epsilon Chi, the national honor society for paralegal students, will induct
six students on May 7.
