Ms. Martha Molini, a 2010 OCC graduate, attended the meeting to receive congratula-
tions from the trustees and Dr. Larson for her many achievements as a student, which 
resulted in her acceptance to The Albert Nerken School of Engineering of The Cooper
Union for the Advancement of Science and Art in New York, a top-ranked institution

for undergraduate engineering.  Ms. Molinini will be receiving a $35,000 annual full-

tuition scholarship for the duration of her studies at The Cooper Union.

Sunday, a program that assists students and families in completing the FAFSA forms so

they can obtain financial aid to attend college.

The Association’s College Goal Sunday Committee noted that OCC had the highest num-

ber of internal volunteers and was the only school that had participation by its Vice Presi-

dent of Finance and attendance by its President at the event.

Ms. Buckle also reported on the College’s progress in Direct Loan processing as a result

of a recently enacted law, the Student Aid and Fiscal Responsibility Act (SAFRA).  SAFRA
will end a program that subsidizes private lenders providing federally guaranteed student

loans.  Instead, this legislation requires all colleges to do direct government lending as of

July 1.  
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Ms. Buckle was pleased to inform the Board that the Financial Aid Office has successfully

completed its first round of Direct Loan processing for the summer sessions, and every-

thing is in place to ensure uninterrupted loan processing for the fall 2010 semester.

Dr. Larson commended Ms. Winchester, Dr. Norma Betz, Director of Financial Aid,

Ms. Buckle, and the staff of the Financial Aid Office for their exception work in meet-

ing the needs of our students while, at the same time, implementing the demands of the

new law.
