· Veterans Memorial – Before his death, Dr. William Lavundi, Professor of German

and Literature, proposed a memorial on campus to honor all those who died in our 
wars.  Following his death, several colleagues continued working on Dr. Lavundi’s
idea and presented a proposal to Dr. Larson.  The trustees supported the concept;
however, they recommended that such a project should be financed through fund-

raising. 
· Federal Defense Contract – The College has been invited to be an administrative 
management partner with a local business in a Federal grant program that will in-

volve Joint Base McGuire-Dix-Lakehurst.  If funds are appropriated, this program 
will provide practical opportunities for student internships in engineering and com-

puter science.
· Smoke-Free Campus – At the last Board meeting, the trustees approved a smoke-


free campus.  Dr. McGinty reviewed the proposed timeline for revising College

policy and implementing the change.
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· Solomon Schechter Academy – The Solomon Schechter Academy in Howell was 


offered
to the College to provide services to the Lakewood community.  Unfor-


tunately, there are too many impediments to retrofitting the facility for use by


college 
students.  

· Library Grant – Thomas Edison State College received a Federal grant to support

the New Jersey State Library’s Broadband Technology Opportunity Program, which


will add computer workstations, upgrade Internet connectivity, and provide job


search assistance and workforce development programs at hundreds of libraries


throughout New Jersey.  New Jersey community colleges will be involved in this


effort.
