the Program currently provides services to many women who have lost their primary source of income, due to divorce, separation, death, or disability of a spouse, assisting them to become economically self-sufficient through career counseling, training, educational opportunities, and information/referrals to community resources and social services; and
WHEREAS,
the Displaced Homemakers Program of Ocean County significantly impacted the lives of over 600 Ocean County women by helping them reach their full potential, gain self-confidence, and enhance their employability;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the month of May 2026 be proclaimed as Displaced Homemakers Awareness Month at Ocean County College; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the College community recognize the importance of the Displaced Homemakers Program as it provides women with the skills necessary to meet the challenges of the labor market to provide for themselves and their children.
